The conditions listed below shall be considered for installation, adjustement, operation and 
maintenance of the oil burner control system: 
1. After installation, the degree of protection of the oil burner control system and its flame sensor 

shall be a minimum of IP 40 – or IP 54 for use in the open air – according to EN 60529. 
2. If the flame sensor type QRB 1B is used in an oil burner according to EN 267 with an illumination 

intensity of the burner flame of less than 3 Lux, the safety against extraneous light signals shall 
be checked together with the burner. 

3. Adequate information for incorporation, adjustment, operation and maintenance of the oil burner 
control system shall be included into the instructions for installation, servicing and use of the oil 
burner or appliance in an official language of the country in which it is to be used. 

4. If necessary, possible hazards resulting from external fire or from traffic, wind and earthquake 
loading shall be examined separately depending from the installation situation of the pressure 
equipment.
